
WELCOME TO THE HALIBURTON SCHOOL OF ART + DESIGN
We’re looking forward to having you with us in the inspirational Haliburton Highlands. The following details will 
assist you with your preparations.

Locations:
All courses, unless otherwise specified, are held at the Haliburton Fleming College campus, located at 297 College 
Drive. Please refer to our online map of Haliburton village to assist you with travel.

Hours:
Your classes will run from 9:00am to 4:30pm, Monday to Friday, unless otherwise specified, with an hour midday 
lunch break.

Food and Beverages:
There is a small servery on campus open Monday to Friday, 8:30am to approximately 1:30pm. Additionally, there is 
a microwave and refrigerator available for your use.

Accommodation:
Browse options at Places4Students – search “Fleming College – Haliburton” and then click Property Listings. 
Additional accommodation information is available through the Haliburton Highlands Tourism department which 
can also be reached at 1-800-461-7677. We recommend that you inquire about cancellation policies. In our 
experience, the hosts are very co-operative but it’s best to clarify to avoid a situation where you lose your 
accommodation fees if we or you need to cancel your course (which we will notify you of 2 weeks prior).

Materials you need to bring:
Where applicable, a list of materials necessary for your course is included in this document. Minimal materials are 
available for purchase on site (unlike previous years, we may NOT have an art supplier on site) – we suggest you 
bring everything with you. Please feel free to check the status of your course if you are concerned about investing 
in materials. There are some limited arts supplies available at local retail outlets.

Course Cancellations:
All courses are subject to cancellation in the event of insufficient registration or public health directives. Should 
your course be cancelled due to insufficient registration, you will be notified 2 weeks in advance of course start by 
email and/or phone on file. Ensure that we have an alternate means of reaching you if you will not be at home. 
Assume that your course is running as scheduled unless you hear otherwise. You are eligible for a full refund of fees 
or the option of transferring to another course within the current HSAD schedule 
(pending space availability) if the college cancels a course.



Refund Policy:

• If You Cancel: All notifications of cancellation must be received in writing. If you cancel any time up to 14 days
prior to course start, you will receive a full refund, less a $25 administrative fee. If you cancel later than 14 days
prior to course start, fees will not be refunded. This policy applies in all circumstances due to our commitment
to students and instructors two weeks prior to course start. Should you be able to attend a different course
within the current schedule/year we would be happy to attempt to accommodate you, pending space
availability.

• Courses are non-transferable.

Mandatory Studio Safety Practices apply – See below 

 
There will be a $120. material fee payable to the class treasurer (voted) on the first day. 

There will be a $50 marking fee for instructors to be paid BEFORE leaving Level III. 
Have your OHS Membership paid for 2024 and check that your Tetanus shot is up-to-date! 

 
Please Bring: 

• Hand carders, flick carder 
• Hand held combs if available for TWIST classes (closed shoes) 
• Drop spindle and/or support spindle 
• Light/dark apron. (Some denims work well.) 
• Spinning wheel – flyer wheel in good working order 
• A minimum of four bobbins that work easily on your wheel, with lead cords attached 
• Lazy Kate TENSIONED if possible, threading hook, wheel maintenance supplies  
• Measuring tape, scissors, yarn gauge or small ruler 
• Small plastic baggies (lots), labels and/or masking tape 
• Three-ring notebook and writing materials 
• Niddy noddy, (small is best: about 1 m/y).  Cotton yarn for tying skeins 
• Reusable mug/water bottle with lid 
• Ball winder for plying class.  
• Also for plying class – Two lazy kates (if you have them, don’t purchase another if you don’t)  
•  Two 1/3 loaded bobbins for PLY class– wool singles with contrasting colours (to show twist angle), 
  similar grist and ratio.   Do not create until 2 weeks (at the most) before class.   
• SHOW & TELL – Worsted Projects 

Dye Equipment List    Please mark your personal items with some kind of identification! 
Closed-in shoes are required in the Dye Studio. Please bring small (1 m) niddy noddy to dye class. 
This Dye Kit will serve you throughout the programme and for home assignments. 

• Large pot – Stainless steel or enamel –check enamel isn’t chipped.   
• 500 ml plastic measuring cup - plastic or stainless steel measuring spoons 
• Rubber or plastic gloves – not latex (someone might be allergic) 
• Mask for measuring dye powders and mordants – respirator with cartridges for particulates – as per Health & Safety 

protocol at the college which was fit tested in Level II.    
• Apron or lab coat  
• Candy Thermometer –check accuracy – should be at 212° F or 100°C.  
• Stir stick – can be glass or steel spoon or plastic chopsticks    
• Old towels, oven mitts  
• Personal: 10 gram skeins of a protein fibre for purposes of exhausting class dyes if desired.  Identify personal skeins. 
 

Level 3 Dyeing – Instructor will bring the fibre, yarn and natural materials. Review Level II notes for mordanting procedures/ratios. 
• Optional: camera & books related topics to share, small weigh scale, pH tester

MANDATORY STUDIO SAFETY PRACTICES

Your health and safety is our priority. Our studio environments can have a number of objects, tools and 
chemicals that require personal protective equipment (PPE) or other consideration for your wellbeing. All 
persons (including faculty, staff and students) are asked to observe the following while in the shops and 
studios:

• Wear sturdy and appropriate shoes such as sneakers, closed leather shoes or work boots – open-toed shoes,
flip-flops or high heels are not allowed

• No long, dangling clothing or accessories (scarves, flowing sleeves, chains, long necklaces, etc.)

• Long hair must be tied back

• No bare skin if exposure to chemical or tools/machinery is likely

• Appropriate PPE is mandatory when operating tools and equipment within the studios.
Please consult with the faculty or studio technician to determine the appropriate PPE required for specific
machines and studio processes.

Fit tests are required for courses requiring a respirator as noted on your material list. Arrangements will be 
made on site.

As these are mandatory safety practices, we will follow up directly with students who may have oversighted the 
above. Individuals may be asked to address any concerns before continuing to work in the studio.

Be sure to buy appropriate, good quality safety articles and equipment i.e. safety boots, protective eyewear, 
hearing protection, work gloves, x-acto knives, etc. – ask your supplier for advice.
